·    In order to avoid delays in the plan review process, please provide the fire department staff

   with a complete detailed description of the proposed project when requesting the permit 

   application. Note: Reviews are based on a ten (10) day turn-around for all projects.
·    A minimum of FOUR (4) sets of stamped drawings must accompany the permit application.  This requirement may vary depending on the size and type of project.  Please confirm with the fire code official.
·    Only complete applications will be reviewed. Incomplete applications will delay the plan review process.
·    Black Hawk Fire Department will review all aspects of the project for conformance with the fire codes as adopted by the City of Black Hawk.
·    Black Hawk Fire Department will develop a plan review report outlining the necessary changes to bring the construction documents into compliance with the applicable codes.
·    Upon request, Black Hawk Fire Department will meet with the applicant or designer/contractor before, during and after the plan review to clarify and assist in bringing the plans into compliance.
·    During construction of the project, Black Hawk Fire Department will also review plan revisions and will conduct reviews of deferred submittals.
·    Expectation of payment of plan review fees will be at the time of issuance of the Fire Department Permit.
·    Plan reviews done as part of a building permit will be invoiced separately through the City’s Finance Office.
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
